PAML LABELING RULES - The following guidelines apply to all test labels:  

1. Only labels with identical letter ID codes may be together on one tube.

2. When labeling, use the aliquot labels.  These have *ALIQ* on them.  The collection labels (without the *ALIQ*) may be used for extra specimens.
3.  Use the small 5 mL plastic tube for all serum specimens except for those as noted below.

4. Place label vertically on tube so that barcode can be read by scanner.

Any specimen calling for a label with FGKX requires a 10 mL SST draw tube or a 10 mL pour off tube.
All Ionized Calcium (ICAL) specimens must be sent unopened in the original tube.

Whole blood specimens must be sent in the original tubes.

PRS, PRS4 and Cystic Fibrosis tests require additional information to accompany the specimen.
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
